Robinson Crusoe Island, formerly known as Más a Tierra (Closer to
Land), is the largest island of the Chilean Juan Fernández archipelago.
It was here that the sailor Alexander Selkirk was marooned in 1704
and lived in absolute solitude for four years and four months. The
sailor inspired Daniel Defoe to write the classic novel Robinson Crusoe.
To reflect the literary lore associated with the island, the Chilean
government named the location Robinson Crusoe Island in 1966.

After a short tender to the island, take a short 2-minute walk to Main
Street. Discover the quaint town and surroundings on your own – a few
local shops around the Plaza sell souvenirs, postcards, books, etc. The
Chilean peso is the currency, and U.S. dollars are also accepted (no
credit cards).

From Main Street, continue on a short walk to Refugio Nautico,
home of the Regent Seven Seas Cruises Pirate Party.

Continue to a marae (open-air temple) to learn about the Polynesian
culture before ascending to the top of the mountain for a tremendous
view over Cook’s and Opunohu Bays.

Although these Kauri forests once covered
much of the northland, there are now few remaining areas where these
towering trees remain. 

Next, a visit will be made to Kerikeri. New Zealand’s first homestead,
Kemp House, was built here to house the early missionaries, who also
built the adjacent Stone Store. Today, Kerikeri is a thriving citrus fruit
growing area that supplies much of New Zealand’s oranges, lemons and
grapefruit. It is also a popular haven for artists and retirees. 

Following your visit, you will re-board your coach for the return drive
to Waitangi. Upon arrival, you will proceed to the Waitangi Treaty House
and grounds, where your RSSC event will commence. At the conclusion
of the event, you will be tendered back to the ship.
